The founda-
tion consists of several 
funds. 
Restricted Funds:  Use 
designated by the donor, 
with all money and inter-
est accrued used until the 
fund is exhausted.  Unre-
stricted Funds are used 
for the management and 
development of the Foun-
dation.  Designated 
Funds are perpetual 
funds invested with the 
Foundation portfolio for a 
specific purpose such as 
tuition assistance, library, 
music and dance pro-
gram, technology and 
capital improvements.  
Tuition Assistance En-
dowment Fund is the 
Foundation’s primary 
fund.
